Agency News:


	Mariah Johnson from NWCSA went over what she does for the Coordinated Entry.  How she connects monthly with other coalitions gathering ideas & having discussions.  Millie also explained the meaning of: “No Wrong Door”. 

(also from Google: The No Wrong Door approach provides clients with a universal gateway to community services and government programs. It enables clients to approach the agency with the problem they need to address, rather than a preconceived idea of the programs or services they think that they should receive.
So for Coordinated Entry, having the clients do their SPDAT’s first helps them.  Other agencies featured are:

PRISM: At the Gloria Dei Lutheran Church in Duluth, the Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender, Queer, 2spirit + Arrowhead Resource and Community Center — or LARCC, for short, pronounced like "lark" — is a partnership of the LGBT Elder Network, Northland Prism Community, Lutheran Social Service of Minnesota's Together for Youth and Gloria Dei Welcoming Ministries.

The NAACP & Census.  

With the SPDAT the numbers are added from the questions the clients are asked with outcomes of:

0-3:  No housing help

4-8:  Recommendation for housing (Rapid Rehousing)
9-12: Recommendation for Permanent Housing

When the client has the initial SPDAT done, they do not have to have it done again unless they move to another state, Mariah for instance makes follow ups and 2 times a month will check in for status of the client.  And once housed they are off the list.

The Balance of State (BOS) Manual is huge, so there are many, many other aspects to how Coordinated Entry works!

There were a few questions regarding Salvation Army’s Christmas sign-ups but no representatives at the meeting.
