	Barb went over key points of the 4 reports.  The link to the PDF’s had been sent out to those who were interested in printing their own copies.
            Suggestions from the group include:

Having larger corporations offset cost of bus passes.

Having a small shuttle for UWS/WITC instead of the bus.

Car sharing.

Offering flat fares for users.

Validating medical appointments with bus pass.

Having a student on the DTA board.

More frequent bussing.

Sidewalks from Menards to the Social Security office to Walmart.

Subsidizing Uber or Lyft.

Stride but only disability and set-up through medical.

Employers willing to provide transportation/shuttle service for employment.

Partnerships between corporations & medical services for services.
Lee spoke about the lack of bussing in the evening.  A person has to be on the 5:40pm bus from Duluth in order to come across the bridge as it is the last one.  And that is only Mon-Fri.  Saturday is shorter with Sunday even more so.

Lee spoke about compliance for snow removal.  Focus being safe school routes & high traffic areas.  There are a lot of barriers for snow removal.  Millie suggested community service hours be done removing snow/ice.  The city park by the library is very bad, and with the Senior Center being right across the street.


	Bus Route #17 is not affordable for low income folks.  Even working a year of bussing at the lowest is $480.00 a year and that is if whoever works during bussing hours.
Information from Austin/Ann Arbor have had success from ride share programs.

The crosswalk to Walmart goes to the curb bit there is no sidewalk at all.

Have Jason Serck, the City Planner speak about transportation.

Forums can help combat the myths on homelessness.  

For instance; the government shutdown has made it a $600,000 loss for the community.  Being able to get out of poverty is good for all in a community.
