Intensive case management services will be
provided.

COC funds will be used to provide rental and utility assistance and case
management support. House of Hope will assign a case manager to work with
the youth and their children enrolled in the program to ensure their success in
the program.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

This agreement is entered into as of this 1st day of September 2023, by and between
the N.E.W. Community Clinic, Ltd. (NEWCC) and House of Hope Green Bay (Shelter).

IT IS, THEREFORE, AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

The NEWCC & Shelter will respect issues of confidentiality by adhering to their
respective organization's policies and procedures of confidentiality and by complying
with all applicable laws governing the release of confidential information related to their
clients. Both agencies will obtain a signed consent form from mutual clients before
discussing their care, except in cases where the client is in immediate danger to self or
others, or other legal exceptions apply.

It is agreed upon that NEWCC provides access to medical, dental, behavioral health,
and WIC services in accordance with the respective needs of the Shelter. The services
are provided via various means including but not limited to onsite at the shelter location,
remotely via phonelvideo, on a mobile unit, or through assistance with transportation to a
NEWCC site.

THE SHELTERS SHALL:

1. Work directly with NEWCC to assess the needs of the shelter population and
mutually agree upon services and means to deliver services. The shelter and
NEWCC will work collaboratively to determine a mutually agreed upon schedule
and route of care delivery.

2. Staff at each Shelter will provide communication informing clients of access to
NEWCC services. The shelter will promote the NEWCC services with the goal of
enhancing health and wellbeing of the community they serve as appropriate.

3. Shelter staff will assist with providing feedback to NEWCC team regarding the
quality of care through data analysis, client feedback, and needs assessments.

NEWCC SHALL:
1. NEWCC will work collaboratively with the shelter to address client needs by
scheduling services in a mutually agreed upon approach.

2. Provide evidence based high quality care that aligns with the goals of the client
and shelter in a professional and ethical manner.

3. NEWCC will provide services within their scope of services and assist with
referring clients to additional services as appropriate.

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets forth the terms and understanding between
Foundations Health and Wholeness RAYS Youth Services (hereafter called RAYS), House of Hope
Green Bay, Inc., and Awaken Green Bay.

Background

RAYS is a program of Foundations Health and Wholeness. RAYS works to improve the network of
support to both youth and their families through confidential and voluntary prevention and crisis
intervention services. RAYS is funded to serve youth ages 10-18 through local and federal grants and
all services offered to youth and families are free.

House of Hope provides emergency shelter and housing stability programs for parents, their children,
and those individuals that identify as female. House of Hope provides a positive support system for
those they serve during the challenges and celebrations of the journey to stability. House of hope strives
to help individuals experiencing homelessness become confident, independent, and successful members
of the community.

Awaken is an organization whose mission is to increase awareness and education surrounding the issue
of commercial sexual exploitation and to provide housing and restoration for its victims. Awaken acts
to transform our community with the ultimate goal of eradicating commercial sexual exploitation.
Awaken aims for victims of commercial exploitation to be restored to their fullest potential.

Purpose
RAYS, House of Hope, and Awaken plan to work collaboratively, while also engaging with other youth
serving entities, to serve the youth of Brown County in regards to human trafficking and runaway youth.

Confidentiality

The parties acknowledge that their partnership with each results in the sharing of confidential
information regarding the participants. The parties each separately agree to keep information regarding
participants received, in the course of the partnership, confidential from disclosures to third parties.

Funding

This MOU is not a commitment of funds to either party of behalf of the other party. When funding is
needed by wither party to pursue an agreed upon project, then the expectation is that the funding may be
pursued by one party with the endorsement and support of the other, pending the project and availability
of time, resources, and alignment of mission.

Duration

This MOU is at-will and may be modified by mutual consent of authorized officials from both agencies
represented. This MOU shall become effective upon signature by the authorized officials from all
agencies represented and will remain in effect until modified or terminated by either of the partners. In
the absence of mutual agreement by the authorized official from any agency, this MOU shall be
reviewed biennially.
